Location 
 
As shown on the attached location plan, the property lies on the west side of Kentwood Hill 
approximately 20 metres to the south of its junction with Western Oaks, in a predominately 
residential location within Reading’s western suburb of Tilehurst.  
 
Tilehurst village centre lies approximately ½ mile away to the south. The A329 arterial road and 
Tilehurst Railway Station can be found approximately 500 metres away to the north of the property 
whilst the M4 motorway lies within easy driving distance. 
 
 
General 
 
A copy of a 1:1250 Ordnance Survey extract plan accompanying these particulars of sale shows 
the approximate boundaries of the property edged in red.   
 
The property provides a rectangular shaped plot, which slopes steeply upwards from east to west 
and has the benefit of far reaching views from its higher (western) end. The property has a total site 
area of approximately 0.251 hectares (0.620 acres).   
 
The property provides a single storey church building with timber elevations and pitched asbestos 
and corrugated metal roofs, together with a tarmac surfaced car parking area to its front, and 
garden land to its front and rear which is mainly lawned and contains various trees and shrubs. 
 
 
Tenure 
 
The property is freehold. Full vacant possession of the entire property will be given on completion. 
 
At the time of sale, the vendor will retain a 0.5 metre wide ransom strip along the property’s 
southern and western boundaries. 
 
 
Services 
 
We understand that all mains services are available for connection to the site. However, 
prospective purchasers are advised to make their own independent enquiries of the individual 
authorities to verify the capacity and availability of such services. 
 
 
Planning 
 
From our preliminary enquiries with Reading Borough Council’s Planning Department we 
understand that they may have no objection in principle to the residential redevelopment of the site. 
However, interested parties are advised to make their own enquiries with Reading Borough Council 
on 0118 939 0900. 
 
None of the buildings on the site is Listed although there is a blanket Tree Preservation Order

Method of Sale 
 
The property is offered for sale by way of informal non-binding tender with the vendor reserving the 
right not to accept the highest or any offer and also reserving the right to withdraw the property 
from sale or to vary the method of sale at any time without notice. 
 
Written offers for the freehold interest with vacant possession are invited on the following bases 
subject to contract:- 
 
1. Unconditional Basis: 
 
(i) Offers invited for the freehold interest subject to contract only. 
 
(ii) Contracts are to be exchanged within four weeks of receipt of draft documentation. 
 
(iii) A deposit of 10% of the sale price will be payable upon exchange of contracts.   
 
(iv)  Completion will take place within 28 days of exchange of contracts. 
 
And/or 
 
2. Subject to Planning Basis:  
 
(i)  Offers invited for the freehold interest subject to contract and receipt of planning consent. 

All offers must be net of expected S106 costs or other anticipated abnormal costs 
associated with the development of the site. 

 
(ii)   A statement of the planning assumptions upon which the offer is based is to be submitted 

e.g. nature of proposal, number and size of units etc.  
 
(iii)  All development proposals must provide for an adoptable standard access road from 

Kentwood Hill through the site to the property’s southern boundary between Points A and B 
on the attached plan. The purchaser will be required to construct this access road within 12 
months of implementation of their planning permission. 

 
(iv)   The purchaser will be required to prepare and submit a detailed planning application in the 

joint names of the vendor and purchaser for its proposed scheme within 12 weeks of 
exchange of contracts. The scheme is to be approved by the vendor prior to submission of 
the planning application - such approval not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

 
(v)  If planning permission is not forthcoming the purchaser will be required to lodge an appeal 

within four weeks of receipt of a refusal notice.  
 
(vi)  The purchaser will be responsible for all costs arising out of the planning application and 

appeal. 
 
(vii)  There will be a planning permission based overage provision in the event that the stated 

planning assumptions are exceeded within 10 years from completion. This overage is to be 
based upon 50% of any increase in market value achieved as a result of one or more 
enhanced planning permission(s), being payable to the vendor. 

 
(viii)  There will also be sales based overage in the event that the Purchaser sells the property to 

a third party within 2 years from completion. This overage is to be based upon 50% of the 
total sale proceeds achieved by the Purchaser above the Purchase price originally paid.

(ix)  The purchaser will also be required to enter into a covenant with the vendor that the 

planning assumptions adopted by the purchaser will not be breached. 
 
(x) Contracts are to be exchanged within four weeks of receipt of draft documentation. 
 
(xi) A deposit of 10% of the sale price will be payable upon exchange of contracts.  
 
(xii)  Completion will take place within 14 weeks of planning permission being granted.
