Location 
 
The site lies on the Southern side of West End Road, Mortimer and is shown outlined in red on the 
attached Ordnance Survey extract plan.  Mortimer is situated near Reading and is approximately 
5.00 miles Southwest of Junction 11 of the M4.  
 
The village has a range of local facilities, including shops, schools, a doctor’s surgery, playing fields 
and a community centre. 
 
Mortimer mainline BR station is approximately 1.55 miles from the site, which connects to Reading 
station every half hour during peak periods, with a journey time of around twelve minutes.  
 
General 
 
The site itself is broadly “L shaped” with an existing two and a half storey Edwardian style detached 
house, situated at the front of the plot closest to the road.  The land is generally flat with a 
conventional informal garden layout surrounding the house.  The total site area is approximately 
0.269 hectares (0.664 acres).  
 
The immediate neighbourhood is largely made up of two storey residential dwellings with a small 
parade of shops opposite. 
 
Tenure  
 
The property is being sold with the benefit of freehold title with full vacant possession on 
completion. 
 
The land outlined in Blue on the attached plan is to be excluded from the sale. 
 
Services 
 
We understand that all mains services are available in the public highway in front of the site. 
Nevertheless, prospective purchasers should conduct their own investigations into the availability 
and capacity of such services. 
 
Planning 
 
Our research of the property’s planning history at West Berkshire Council (Tel: 01635-42400) 
shows that planning permission was granted on appeal on 3rd July 2009 (Appeal reference: 
APP/W0340/A/09/2100410) and subsequently amended by the Planning Inspectorate and reissued 
on 19th October 2009, following the refusal of application reference: 08/02349/FULD on 12th March 
2009. 
 
The development scheme secured by this appeal provides for the erection of 7 new houses and 
alterations to the existing house together with improvements to its existing private drive. 
 
Our client has informed us that two Unilateral Undertakings were submitted during the appeal.  The 
Unilateral Undertakings were signed and dated 10th June 2009, which require financial 
contributions to be made by the developer of the site to West Berks Council which include the 
following (subject to indexation):
