Location  
 
As shown on the attached plan, the plot lies on the south side of Church Road, adjacent to the 
recently refurbished Rectory and approximately 150 metres to the west of its junction with Bridge 
Street, in a predominantly residential location within Reading’s northern suburb of Caversham. 
 
The plot is located in a highly sought after location alongside the River Thames and lies within the 
Caversham Conservation Area.  The plot benefits from its close proximity to Reading town centre 
and railway station, which lies approximately 1 mile to the south; while Caversham centre lies 
within easy walking distance approximately 500m away to the east. 
 
The property is located adjacent to the A4074 Reading Road, whilst the A329(M) and M4 
motorways lie within easy driving distance. 
 
 
Description 
 
A copy of the 1:1250 Ordnance Survey extract plan accompanying these particulars of sale shows 
the approximate boundaries of the site edged in red.   
 
The property is a rectangular shaped plot, which slopes downwards from north to south towards 
the river. The plot has approximately a 50 foot (16 metres) river frontage; and an area of about 
1,130 square yards or 0.233 acres (0.094 hectares). 
 
The property is bordered by two large private single dwellings to its east and west, Church Road to 
its north and the River Thames to its south. 
 
The proposed dwelling to be built on the plot will have a gross internal area of around 2,300 square 
feet and has been approved by a full planning permission under reference number: 
06/1472/FUL/RE.  The accommodation provides an entrance hall, study/family room, lounge, 
dining room, kitchen, and utility room on the ground floor, together with four bedrooms, two with en-
suite and family bathroom on the first floor.  
 
 
Tenure and Covenants On Sale 
 
The plot will be sold freehold with full vacant possession given on completion. 
 
The transfer contract will include a new covenant  in favour of the vendor restricting any future 
development and use of the plot to a single private dwelling house and making the purchaser the 
owner of and responsible for the future maintenance of the northern front and western side 
boundary wall and fence. 
 
 
Services 
 
All mains services are believed to be available to the site. However, prospective purchasers are 
advised to make their own independent enquiries of the individual authorities to verify the capacity 
and availability of such services. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Planning 
 
The property is situated within the Caversham Conservation Area and lies within the curtilage of 
the adjacent Rectory which is a Listed Building (Grade 2). 
 
The proposed development has been approved by the Local Planning Authority, Reading Borough 
Council, under a full and Listed Building planning permission with reference number: 
06/01472/FUL/RE and dated 29 April 2008 It describes the works as: 
 
“Alterations to existing Rectory incorporating demolition of outbuildings and the creation of parish 
rooms, and erection of (new) house and garage” 
 
The planning permission contains a number of planning conditions relating mainly to the 
refurbishment of the Rectory and which need to be discharged before the plot can be developed.  
However, following completion of the refurbishment, we are informed by the Local Planning 
Authority that these pre-conditions have all been met and the plot has therefore been cleared and 
is ready for immediate development subject to payment of the relevant financial contributions 
required under the S106 agreement. 
 
These amount to £10,269 as a contribution towards educational infrastructure provision/ 
improvements and £2,000 as a contribution towards leisure and recreational infrastructure 
provision/ improvements and are index linked to be paid prior to occupation of the completed 
dwelling. 
 
A plan is attached showing the plot layout and the proposed dwelling and garage.
